According to the article 13., A REGULATION of the EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT AND of the COUNCIL (EU) 2016/679 of 27 April 2016 on the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data and law no 18/2018 Coll. on the protection of personal data and on amendment and supplementation of certain acts

1. Personal data in the scope name, surname, address, telephone number, e-mail address for purposes of sending marketing offers of SPK and OPK - on the basis of the consent of the person concerned.

2. Personal data in the scope of the e-mail address for purposes of sending the Newsletter of SPK and OPK-  on the basis of the consent of the person concerned

3. Personal data in the scope name, surname, telephone number, e-mail address, a photograph for the purpose of disclosure of personal data by means of an Intermediary ("SPK") Bulletin SPK - on the basis of the consent of the person concerned

4. Personal data in the scope name, surname, telephone number, e-mail address, a photograph for the purpose of the publication of the photos on the web page of the SPK and OPK - on the basis of the consent of the person concerned..

5. Personal data in the scope name, surname, residence, telephone number, e-mail address, for the purpose of disclosure of personal data of the judges of kynology on the web site of SPK and OPK - on the basis of the consent of the person concerned

6. Provision of personal data to third parties, SPK (hereinafter "Broker") under a contract with the SPK. 

7. The operator declares that in the selection of intermediaries he took care about their professional, technical, organizational and personnel capacity, and their ability to guarantee the security of the processed personal data, the measures according to § 39 of the act no 18/2018 (1

8. The operator declares that he has adopted all the measures within the meaning of section 39 of the act no 18/2018, part 1. and hereby undertakes to protect these data against accidental as well as the illegal damage and destruction, accidental loss, alteration, unauthorised access and disclosure as well as against any other inadmissible forms of processing, in the sense of measures adopted in the security project.

9. The intermediary undertakes to process the personal data only to the extent and under the conditions negotiated by an intermediary processing of personal data.

10. The operator declares that he will not provide personal data to other Intermediaries, as to those which are referred to in this familiar. 

11. The operator declares that it will collect personal data to the extent necessary to fulfill the purpose and processed only in accordance with the purpose for which they were collected.

12. The operator is obligated to maintain the confidentiality of personal data that he processes. The obligation of confidentiality lasts even after the completion of the processing of personal data.

E. Guidance on the rights of the person concerned

The right to the access

1. The person concerned has the right to obtain from the controller confirmation as to whether they process personal data relating to him or her, and if this is the case, he  has the right to obtain access to these personal data and the following information:

a) the purposes of the processing;

b) the category of the concerned personal data;

c) the recipients or categories of recipients to whom have been or will be the personal data provided, in particular the recipients in third countries or international organisations;       

d) if possible, estimated time of retention of personal data or, if this is not possible, the criteria for its determination;

e) the existence of the right to request from the controller rectification of personal data relating to the person concerned or their erasure or restriction of processing , or the right to object to such processing; 

f) the right to lodge a complaint to the supervisory authority;

g) if personal data have not been obtained from the person concerned, any available information as to their source;

 h) the existence of automated decision making including profiling referred to in article 22 (1 and 4) and in these cases at least, meaningful information about the used procedure as well as the significance and envisaged consequences of such processing for the person concerned.

2. If personal data is transferred to a third country or an international organisation, the person concerned has the right to be informed of the appropriate safeguards pursuant to article 46 of the Regulation regarding the transfer.

3. The operator shall provide a copy of personal data which are processed. For any additional copies which the person concerned so requests, the operator may charge a reasonable fee corresponding to the administrative costs. If the person concerned has submitted an application by electronic means, information shall be provided in a commonly used electronic form, unless the person concerned did not request the other way.

4. The right to obtain a copy referred to in paragraph 3 shall not have adverse consequences on the rights and freedoms of others.

The right to repair

The person concerned has the right to the operator without undue delay to correct the incorrect personal data relating to him or her. Having regard to the purpose of processing the person concerned the right to supplement the incomplete personal data, including through the provision of a supplementary statement.

The right to erasure ("forgetting")

1.The person concerned also has the right to reach the operator without undue delay deletion of personal data concerning him / her, and the operator is obliged without undue delay to delete personal information unless it is satisfied any of the following reasons:

a) the personal data are no longer necessary for the purposes for which the gaining or otherwise processed;

b) the data subject withdraws consent on which the processing is carried out, pursuant to article 6 (1) (a) of the Regulation or article 9 (2) (a) of the Regulation, and if there is no other legal basis for the processing;

c) the data subject objects to the processing pursuant to article 21 (1) and there prevail no legitimate grounds for the processing or the person concerned objects to the processing pursuant to article 21 (2 Regulation)
d) personal data is processed unlawfully;
e) personal data must be deleted to meet the legal obligation under Union law or the law of the member state of which the operator is subject; 

f) personal data obtained in connection with the offering of information society services pursuant to article 8 (1) of the Regulation.

2. If the operator has posted the personal data and, pursuant to paragraph 1 is obliged to delete the personal data, having regard to available technology and the costs to implement the measures will take reasonable measures including technical measures, to inform the operators who carry out processing of personal data, the person concerned of their requests to delete links to personal data, a copy or replica..

3. Paragraphs 1 and 2 shall not apply if the processing is necessary to:
a) on the exercise of the right to freedom of expression and to information;

b) to fulfil the statutory obligation that requires processing under Union law or the law of the member state of which the operator is subject, or on the performance of a task carried out in the public interest or in the exercise of public power entrusted to the operator; 

c) for reasons of public interest in the field of public health in accordance with article 9 (2) (h) and (i) of the Regulation, as well as article 9 (3) of Regulation;

d) for the purposes of archiving in the public interest, for the purposes of scientific or historical research or statistical purposes pursuant to article 89 (1) of the Regulation, unless it is probable that the law referred to in paragraph 1 to make it impossible or seriously will make it difficult to achieve the objectives of such processing, or

e) on the demonstration, implementation or defending of legal claims.

The right to restriction of processing 

1.The person concerned has the right to order the operator of a limited processing, in terms of one of the following cases: 

a) the affected person disputes the correctness of the personal data during the period of enabling the operator to verify the correctness of the personal data;

b) the processing is unlawful and the person concerned objects to deletion of personal data and appeals instead to the restriction of their use;

 c) the operator no longer needs the personal data for the purposes of the processing, but the needs of their person to demonstrate the application of, or defend legal claims; 

 d) the person concerned objected to the processing pursuant to article 21 (1) of the Regulation, and it's up to the verification whether the legitimate grounds for the operator's side would outweigh the legitimate reasons for the person concerned.

2. If the processing  was limited according to paragraph 1, such personal data with the exception of retention are processed only with the consent of the person concerned to demonstration, exercise or to defend legal claims, or to protect the rights of another natural or legal person, or for reasons of important public interest of the Union or of a member state.

 3. The person concerned, who has the restriction of processing pursuant to paragraph 1, will be informed bythe operator  before a limitation of the processing will be cancelled.

The right to portability

1.The person concerned has the right to obtain personal data relating to him or her and provided by the operator, in a structured, commonly used and machine-readable format and has the right to transfer this data to another operator without prejudice to its operator, to which the personal data has been provided to prevent, if:

a) the processing is based on consent, pursuant to article 6 (1) (a) of the Regulation or article 9 (2) (a) of the Regulation, or treaty under article 6 (1) (b) of the Regulation, and 

b) if the processing  iscarried out by automated means.

2.The person concerned shall in the exercise of his rights to portability of data according to paragraph 1 the right to transfer personal data directly from one operator to another operator, unless this is technically impossible.

3.The application of the right referred to in paragraph 1 of this article is without prejudice to article 17 of the Regulation. This right does not apply to processing necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the public interest or in the exercise of public power vested in the operator.

4.The right referred to in paragraph 1 shall not have adverse consequences on the rights and freedoms of others.

The right to object

1.The person concerned has the right to object at any time for reasons relating to his particular situation to the processing of personal data, which it concerns, which is carried out on the basis of article 6 (1) (e) or (f) of the Regulation, including objections against profiling based on the above provisions. An operator shall not further process personal data, unless proven necessary legitimate grounds for the processing which outweighs the interests, rights and freedoms of the person concerned, or the reasons for the demonstration, the exercise, or to defend legal claims. 

2.If personal data are processed for the purposes of direct marketing, the data subject has the right at any time oppose the processing of personal data which relates, for the purposes of such marketing, including profiling to the extent related to such direct marketing. 

3.If the person concerned objects to the processing for direct marketing purposes, personal data for such purposes must not be processed.

4.The person concerned shall explicitly indicate the right referred to in sec. 1 and 2 at the latest when the first communications with him/her, while this right is presented  clearly and separately from any other information.

5.In connection with the use of information society services and without regard to directive 2002/58/EC, the person concerned may exercise his/her right to object by automated means using  technical specifications.

6.If personal data are processed for purposes of scientific or historical research or for statistical purposes according to the art. 89 (1) of the Regulation, the person concerned has the right to object for reasons relating to his particular situation to the processing of personal data of its concerns, with the exception of cases, when the processing necessary for the performance of tasks for reasons of public interest.

The notification of third parties

The operator shall notify any recipient who has received the personal data provided, each of the correction or deletion of personal data or restriction of processing carried out according to article 16, article 17 (1) and article 18 of the Regulation, unless this proves impossible or requires a disproportionate effort. The operator of these beneficiaries shall inform the person, if the person concerned is required.
